Cognitive Data on Migrant Population in Piacenza area

Foreign Residing Citizens

Foreigners enrolled in the registers of Piacenza province municipalities on 31st December 2009 were 36.153, which is the 12,6% of total residents (which are 288.011). The growth of the foreign population resident in the territory continues apace: since 2002 the average yearly increase has been 18%, the equivalent of more than 3.600 foreign residents per year. Anyway, in 2009 this growth marked a slight decrease  +3.019 residents, which equals +9,6% compared to the number registered at the end of the previous year.

Declining data on foreigners residing in Piacenza territory, the distribution at the end of 2009 was the following: 50.8% men and 49.3% women. Also in 2009 the upward trend in the incidence of women among foreign residents is confirmed: foreign female citizens enrolled in the municipal registry offices of the province since 2002, compared to foreign male citizens data, have recorded exceeding growth rates (+20% annually compared to +16%) and they have been converging to equity; meanwhile the distance in terms of impact on the total population has gradually reduced to 1% (13.1% men and 12.1% women). In particular, in 2009 foreign female population increased annually of 9.9% and foreign male population increased of 8.4%, so 1.419 more men and 1.600 more women.

2. The access to education and social services.

Together with the growth of foreign residents, also the access to Social Services increased steadily in the last years.

In particular foreign students inserted into the provincial school system reached the number of 5887, with prevalence in primary schools, and a relative impact on total students of 16% and so higher than the total implication of  foreigners on the provincial population.

The access to social services is even more marked. The foreign children into care to territorial social services represent 44% of total minor users, with a weight well above the regional average. It should be emphasized that 77% of operations covers family support, economic or educational, relational, so assistance to foreign minors actually often means a social intervention for foreign families in difficulty.

Among other measures of protection must be reported foster families (on a total of 146 cases, 37 are foreigners, so the 25.3%), insertions in community care (on a total of 111 cases, 62 are related to foreigners of 55.9%); activities for victims of violence (on a total of 66, 26 refer to foreigners so the  55.9%); activities for victims of violence (on a total of 66, 26 refer to foreigners, so the 39.4%).

Even for the access for foreign citizens to the services for adults in difficulty there are significant data: foreigners  depending on professional social services are 1.037 (4.25% on total foreigners); foreigners accommodated in dedicated residential care facilities have been 59 into low threshold structures, while the first and second for adults in difficulty, were 116 out of 381 people /30.4%), social housing at 39 out of 61 users (63,9%).

Even the access to housing of Public Housing (ERP) indicate the increasing use of public services by foreign residents. On 1924 ERP housing in Piacenza town inhabited by families in 2009, 314 are of foreigners families.

3. Access to the Health Services

To understand the consumption of health services by foreign citizens resident in Piacenza and compare it with Italians can not be ignored by the different age structure of the two mentioned populations. The obvious diversity of age pyramids, already highlighted, first developed its effects on hospital admissions. In this area compared to a decrease in the absolute number of total admissions made by the presidents of Health Local System of Piacenza in the period 2002 to 2009, witnessing an increase in both absolute and percentage of hospitalizations due to foreign citizens increased  from 2.389 (5.8%) to 4598 (11.8%). This increase is due in proportion to the different ethnic groups. 
If you analyze the admissions made by residents to verify the existence of differences in disease between foreigners and Italians, we note that the overall crude rate of hospitalization for Italian males is 19.5%, for foreign males 8 , 1% for Italian females by 19.8% against 17.4% of foreign. After eliminating the distortion caused by the most senior of the Italians, the standardized rate of Italian men (18.3%) remains significantly higher than that of foreigners (13.7%), while no differences are observed among women. 
Higher rates of hospitalization observed among Italians with respect to admissions due to diseases of the circulatory system. As regards females, the rate of hospitalization of foreign diseases and complications of pregnancy, childbirth and puerperium (within this group also uncomplicated childbirth) is significantly higher than the Italian, both as crude indicator (8, 88%) and standardized (4.6%).

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Data relating to shares which occurred at points of emergence of Piacenza Health Local System confirm the steady increase in births to foreign mothers: it has gone from 358 shares in 2002 (20.7%) to 876 (38.1%) in 2009. Again no significant differences between different ethnic groups. The average age of Italian mothers is 32.8 years old and the one of foreign mothers is 27.9. Regarding abortions performed in the period 2002-2008, there was a stabilization trend in the number of abortions over the years (about 650) and a decrease in 2009 (600). The distribution between Italian and foreign shows in 2009 a change trend of returning the number of abortions of foreign patients lower (298 vs. 300) than the Italian.
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In summary, the use of immigrants to stay in hospital is largely determined by a major female component of reproductive age and the greater propensity for delivery of these than Italian. This evidence is confirmed by the analysis of discharges from various hospital disciplines in 2009: the resignation of foreigners more than 25% in the disciplines of pediatrics, the nursery, neonatal pathology and obstetrics and gynecology; almost nothing to geriatrics, and long-term care cardiology

Beyond that the slight differences are not statistically significant it should be noted how also foreigners begin to participate in initiatives of this kind of customer satisfaction.

The data on access to Consultants is much higher for women immigrant, confirming the date already emerged from the analysis of hospital admissions, and services for the SERT in alcoholics or drug discloses no particular differences.

Finally, the data concerning the access of foreigners to the four units of Health Local System  First Aid, show an increase in the period 2000-2009, passing from 4.3% to 18.7%. May be useful not only explore the numerical absolute or relative access but rather to make some assumptions about the alleged tendency of immigrants to a misuse of the First Aid room. To define an improper access, there are no objective criteria identified by the system of the First Aid, but you can approximate the inappropriate access through the analysis of two things: the outcome of access (hospitalized, discharged, transferred, removed) and the Code of gravity given by medical staff both incoming and outgoing (from white to red in ascending order of urgency).

The percentage of cases admitted in 2009 is of 17.6% for Italians and for foreigners is of 6.6% but if we consider only the access of persons under 45 years old, the difference disappears 6.1% vs. 5.9.%

The analysis on all the episodes of codes of gravity discharge shows that 88% of accesses of the Italians was given a code green (76.5%) or white (11.5%), while the rate for immigrants is 96.5 (72.7 and 23.8 green white). To see if this difference is due to two different age structure of populations - as seems to be the case where the highest percentage of hospitalizations paid by the Italians is caused by access of older people, therefore, presumably, more severe - should analyze the same data in different age groups. 
For the age group 0-14, there is equality in the total (green + white) with 98.7% vs. 98.8% Italians abroad. But there is a relative difference in distribution with a high prevalence of whites (36.5% vs. 24., 8) for foreigners.

 The same trend is observed in the 15-44 age group: substantial equality overall (96.3% for the Italians, 96.7 for foreigners) but increased presence of immigrants to white (19.4 vs. 11.4).

In conclusion, it seems confirmed a tendency for foreigners to enter incorrectly to the First Aid room to an extent greater than the Italians, probably due to reasons attributable to a lack of knowledge of other available services (doctor, doctors) and a number of difficulties due to lack of a network (family or friendship) which can help to provide moral and material help.

The latest data on access to health services of the activity specialist outpatient. 
Your use of the foreign population of specialist outpatient services has been, relative to 2009, 6.9% of the total. Over 4.8 million of benefits paid only 336,000 were in favor of immigrants. Among the various broad types of services most used by foreigners in an absolute sense are the laboratory tests (234,000 or 6.4% of total tests performed), in relation to consumption of foreign visits is 10, 8% of the total ( 55,000 to 512,000).

In conclusion it is to underline that for both Community and Non-Community citizens, the enrollment to National Health Service (NHS) ensures all the Health assistance foreseen by Italian law and leads to treatment parity than Italian citizens, concerning contributory obligations, NHS assistance provided in Italy and its temporal validity.

In addition, the Infection Clinic for Migrant’s health and the Intercultural Medicine is also for irregular immigrants with the law of Residence Permit. 

The interface with the hospital service is predominantly female. To confirm this data, the departments most involved are those of Pediatrics, Nursery, Obstetrics and Gynecology, Neonatal Pathology, where the same majority required for mediators. While Italian women prefer to go to private gynecologists, foreign women benefit from public services for mainly economic reasons.

55% of the immigrants come from European area, 26% from Africa, 10% from Americas and 9% from Asia.


Concerning female population for each Country of origin it’s relevant to detect a significantly above average implication concerning America (62%) and some Countries  of Eastern Europe: Ukraine (81%), Poland (71%), Moldova (66%). Instead, concerning male population, decisively to overcome the average incidence rate (50.8%) are Algeria (82,2%), Senegal (72,9%) and Bulgaria (69,1%).
